You can only add students to Pages that you have access to — if you want to add a student to a Page
that is not in one of your classes, a school/Aspen system administrator will have to do it.

Select the class you want to create a group set for, and click the Groups side-tab.

To create a new group set, on the Options menu, click Add.

Type a name for the new group set, and click Save.

In the Add Group field on the right-side of the page, type a name for each group within the

group set. For example, you might create a group set called Readers. Within that group set, you
might create three groups: Green, Yellow, and Red.

Click Add Group.

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9. Click & next to the group name to edit it.

10. Click o to define each group's details, and to create a Page for the group to access using the
Student and Family portals.

11. Fill out the required fields.
